Saugus Community
What does the community of Saugus look like? In 2000, the latest U.S. Census count took place, gathering informationabout race,
age, and home occupancy fromevery person and housing unit in the country. In addition sample characteristics were gathered from
approximately 1-in-6 persons and household units looking at such statistics as length of commute to work, education and the age of
the housing structures. Presented here are select U.S. Census Bureau statistics at the block group level for the Saugus area.

Population

The total calculated population of the Saugus Census areawas 29,781 with aroughly equal split between females (14,847 — 49.9%)
and males (14,934 — 50.2%). Thisis comparable to the City’s female to male ratio (50.5% to 49.5%) as well as county’ s percentages
where females account for 49.9% of the population and males account for 50.1% of the population.

Age

When viewed by age brackets, there are dightly more males than females among children in categories from 3 to 21 years of age.
With the exception of the 30 to 39 years of age group, the ratio of males to females is roughly equal. Females start outnumbering
males after 70 years of age.
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The greatest proportion of residents in the Saugus Census area range in age from 30 to 49, with over 38% of the population falling
within this age bracket.



L anguage

Over three-quarters of the 9161 reporting households speak English as the primary language at home. Spanish is the next commonly
spoken language with 13% of households reporting this language as the primary language spoken at home.
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Aswith the rest of the City of Santa Clarita, the Saugus area is predominately white with over 82% of the population. Additionaly,
4491 (18.23%) respondents also consider themselves to be of Hispanic, Latino or Spanish origin. As noted by the U.S. Census
Bureau, People who identify their origin as Spanish, Hispanic, or Latino may be of any race.

The majority of households contain between two and four persons, accounting for amost 72% of al households in the Saugus area.
The average household size is dightly larger for owner-occupied units (an average of 3.22 persons per household) as compared to
renter-occupied households (2.84 persons per household).

Income

The median household income for the Saugus Census area is $75,463 which is comparable to the City’s calculated 2001 median
income of $75,774. In comparison, the median household income for Los Angeles County is $34,965, $40,559 for the State of
Californiaand $35,225 for the entire United States.

Housing

The 2000 Census counted atotal of 9284 housing units in the Saugus area. Saugus maintains a fairly high percentage of owner-
occupied housing. The total occupancy rate (number of housing units with occupants as compared to vacant units) is 98.7% which is
dightly higher than the City occupancy rate of 96.8%. Of the 9161 housing units located in the Saugus Census areathat are
occupied, 8210 are owner-occupied with the balance of 951 renter-occupied. At arate over 89%, the Saugus area has a higher owner-
occupied rate than the City of Santa Clarita as awhole (74.7%).

Saugus area residents are highly educated with over 90% of the adult population over 25 years of age having received a high school
diplomaor higher. Slightly over 71% have continued with their education attending some level of college with 33% of the total
Saugus adult population over 25 years of age receiving an Associates Degree or higher.
